Tue., June 13 Marauder Athletics names John Taylor to become the programds third
women(s basketball coach. Taylor comes to the Marauders after spending
seven seasons as the head coach of the LA Valley womends basketball
team. He crafted a 144-93 record with the Monarchs, and led them to an
Elite Eight berth in the state playoffs in 1999, losing to the eventual state
champion

Thu., Aug. 31 Marauders open their second season of Soccer competition to by travel-
ing the always tough Ventura Pirates, and lose 3-0.

Sun., Sept. 3 AVC travels to Oxnard for a Soccer mini-tournament and comes away
with the first win if the season, which happens to also be the programds
biggest win, beating LA Harbor 11-0.

Sat., Sept. 9 Cross Country opens its season testing the course in Fresno where the
State Championships will be held. The men finish 14™ with Daniel
Cobian (5-9, 140, SO, Palmdale (Palmdale §99)) finishing tenth.

Football opened on the road, and overcame an 18-point halftime deficit to
win 19-18 over Santa Monica.

Tue., Sept. 12 Volleyball opens its season the worst way possible, with a three game loss
at Canyons. The Maraudersd nine-point effort is the lowest in history.

Fri., Sept. 15 Cobian becomes the first Marauder since 1995 to win a cross country
invitational meet, finishing first on the MiraCosta course and leading AVC
to a third place.

Soccer beats Porterville 9-0 at the Lancaster National Soccer Center.

Candice Pourghahreman (F/M, 5-8, FR, Palmdale (Quartz Hill 600))
scores four goals to set a record for goals and points in a game.

Soccer opens Foothill Conference play with another 9-0 win at the LNSC,
dropping Desert. Stephanie Nelson (F/M, 5-9, FR, Lancaster (Lancaster))
ties Pourghahremands four goal effort.

Football traveled to Grossmont and lost to the eventual Foothill Confer-
ence champions 59-26. But it wasndt because of the passing of Cory
Allred (QB, 6-0, 160, FR, California City (Rosamond 000)). Allred was
17 for 26 passing for 212 yards and two TDs. His favorite receiver against
the Griffins was Steven Sedlacek (WR, 6-2, 185, SO, Palmdale (High-
land)) who caught eight passes for 146 yards.

After a 0-5 start, Volleyball gets a win @ a 3-1 victory over Rio Hondo in
Gym.

In his biggest passing game of the season, Allred throws for 264 yards
against Desert to help AVC break a two game losing skid with a 30-14
win.

\Volleyball scores 69 points in a five game loss at Chaffey. That total is the
highest losing point total possible without a game going past 15 points,
and marks a record for points in a loss.

Friday the 13" is quite unlucky for Soccer, as it watches a four game
winning streak at LNSC end with a 4-1 loss to Victor Valley. The Ma-
rauders had outscored their opponents in those four games 26-0.

\Volleyball, which started the season scoring the fewest points in its history
holds Barstow to the fewest points an AVC team has allowed, beating
Barstow in three games in Gym. The Vikings scored just seven points.

Football pulls out of another two game skid thanks in part to a DeAndrg§
Cobb (RB, 5-11, 185, FR, Las Vegas, NV (Clark d98)) 189 yards on 22
carries night and four sack defensive night for Anthony Diggs (DL, 6-0,
230, FR, Lancaster (Palmdale 600)).

Cobian wins again, this time making him the Foothill Conference Cross
Country Individual Champion, as well as the Foothill Conference Athlete
of the Year. It is the Maraudersd ninth such honor, and the third for a male.
Zach Schroeder (6-1, 150, FR, Palmdale (Desert Christian §00)) finishes
ninth for the third place team, putting him of the All-conference team. On
the women{s side, Leah Cattermole (5-7, SO, Lancaster (Desert Christian
399)) finished seventh, a good enough finish for her second straight place-
ment on the All-Conference team.

AVC still loses 42-30.

\olleyball does something that hadndt done for a while 8 win a five game
match. In downing Mt. San Jacinto 3-2 in Gym, AVC does something
they hadndt since the first match of the 1998 season.

Soccer loses to Rio Hondo 1-0 at the LNSC, ending a 6-2 home season
which saw AVC outscore the opponents 32-5.

With Cobian sick, the Marauders finish 20" in the Southern California
Cross Country Championships and AVC fails to move a team to the State
Championships for the second straight season.

Football gains its 15" straight win over Victor Valley, using a 255 yard,
two TD passing night for Allred for the victory 39-27. Junior Masco

(DB, 6-1, 185, FR, Lancaster) intercepts his fifth pass of the season, a

Marauder high for 2000, and earns nine tackles.

Soccer ends the season 9-9-1, dropping the last three games, including a
3-1 match against Mt. San Jacinto. The 6-5-1 conference record gave
AVC a third place finish in the Foothill Conference, with Autumn St.
George (Fwd, 5-6, SO, Quartz Hill (Quartz Hill 696)), Kristy Hamilton
(Def, 5-7, SO, Palmdale (Lancaster '99)) and Nelson being named First
Team All-Conference and Sarah Wilson (Mid, 5-1, SO, Palmdale (High-
land)) being tabbed for the second team. St. George ended the season on
top of the goals chart with 12 (along with Nelson), assists with five and
points with 29. She ended her career with a record 22 goals, 13 assists
and 57 points, all school records.

Woments Basketball plays its first game under the guidance of John
Taylor. AVC loses to Irvine Valley 51-49.

Mends Basketball opens the new season the way they ended the old 6
with a loss to Oxnard. The score was 82-77

Womenids Basketball gets its first win by dropping Foothill 81-67 to take
third place in the Santa Barbara Tournament.

Mengs Basketball beats Edwards Air Force Base 100-65 to win the Con-
solation Championship in the Victor Valley Tournament. In that game
Jimmy White (F, 6-6, 230, SO, Las Vegas, NV (Western 398)) and Bo
Segeberg (C, 6-9, 250, SO, Wrightwood (Serrano §99)) become the first
Marauders to score 30 or more in the same game.

Home opener for Woments Basketball, and the Marauders give Taylor his
first win in Gym with a 74-66 victory over Imperial Valley.

\Volleyball finishes its season 6-13 overall and 6-10 in the Foothill Confer-
ence with a three game win at Barstow. That record puts AVC tied for
sixth in conference, while Victoria Langenohl (MB, 6-0, FR, Quartz Hill
(Quartz Hill 600)) was named First Team All-Foothill Conference,
Stephanie Ramirez (MB, 5-7, FR, Littlerock (Paraclete 500)) was named
to the Second Team. Langenohl set a school record with 74 stuff blocks in
d Sedsorl.

Despite his illness, Cobian qualifies as an individual for the State Cross
Country Championships and finishes 30" overall. Schroeder places 55™,
and Cattermole is 112" on the womens side.

Football traveled to San Bernardino Valley and seemed poised to beat the
Wolverines in San Bernardino for the first time since 1990. Despite
Allred setting a school record for passing yards in a season (1508) and
Wright setting another for receptions in a season (46), AVC lost 24-23 in
the last seconds of the game. The Marauders ended the season with a 4-6
overall record and was 3-5 in the Foothill Conference, placing them in a
tie for fifth place. Only DeVon Stewart (TE, 6-2, 205, FR, N. Las Vegas,
NV (Valley 600)) was named to the All-Foothill Conference squad, as a
second teamer.

Ments Basketball does something it hasnit done in 12 years 0 loses in the
first round of the AVC-McDonaldds Tournament. LA Trade Tech, which
beat the Marauders 73-71, went on to win the tournament.

Mends Basketball wins the opening game a tournament, a feat it has not
accomplished all season, beating Long Beach City 59-48 in the Canyons
Tournament.

Ments Basketball opens the Foothill Conference season by beating Cerro
Coso 60-46 in Marauder Gym. It is an emotion game for both coach
Newton Chelette, as well as Newtonds son Brady (G, 6-3, 190, SO,
Lancaster (Quartz Hill 899)), who scores a game high 23 points. With six
minutes left in the game, Newton learns his mother has died.

Womends Basketball opens the Foothill Conference season with a 99-40
win at Cerro Coso. It marked the most points scored by the Marauders on
the season, and AVCGs 58 steals marked a school record. Jameka Taylor
(G, 5-4, FR, Littlerock (Littlerock 000)) set an individual record with 10
steals in the game.

For the first time in eight years, AVC puts a Tennis team on the court. The
Barry Green-led Marauders beat Citrus 7-2.

Softball dedicates its new on-campus field by shuting out Glendale 13-0 in
just five innings. Marciea Ball (P/IF, 5-9, SO, Lancaster (Lancaster 699))
did not allow a Vaquero hit.

Baseball opens its season against Grossmont in the Barstow/Victor Valley
Tournament with a 7-3 loss to the Griffins.

In beating Rio Hondo 75-63 in Marauder Gym, Mengs Basketball makes
Newton Chelette the winning coach in AVC history. The win gives his
272 In 12 seasons of play, eclipsing California Community College Mends
Basketball Coaches Association Hall of Fame coach Bob Murray, who
coached the Marauders for 22 seasons.

Baseball opens at home against Taft, and downs the Cougars 12-10.

Womends Basketball ends the regular Foothill Conference season by
beating Barstow 72-57. This gives AVC a 9-5 record in conference, good
for a tie for second. Jones is named First Team All-Foothill Conference,
while Taylor is named to the Second Team with Tina Carrillo (PG, 5-5,
SO, Palmdale (Palmdale 099)) being placed on the third team.

Womends Basketball loses in the semi-finals of the Foothill Conference
Tournament to Chaffey in Rancho Cucamonga 77-67.

Track opens its meet season at home. The men take the win over Santa
Ana, Irvine Valley, Saddleback and Golden West, while the women finish
fourth. Cobian sets a school record in the 3000 meters with a 9:07.3
clocking.

Baseball beats San Bernardino Valley 3-1. The win is later considered a
forfeit because a non-participating pitcher took soft toss batting practice.

Third time is a charm for Long Beach City as the Vikings host Mends
Basketball in the first round of the State Playoffs. LBCC beat AVC 82-77,
leaving the Marauders with a 16-16 overall record, the worst finish in 12
Newton Chelette-led seasons. White becomes the first Marauder to score
in double figures in every game played in a season.

AVC travels to LA Valley in the first round of the State Playoffs. Ma-
rauder coach John Taylor had coached the Monarchs until coming to
Lancaster this season. AVC lost 64-51 to end their season with a 19-15
record.

Dawn Dvorak (PV, 5-8, SO, Lancaster (Quartz Hill §99)) vaults 11-6 in
the Bakersfield Relays pole vault to break her own school record.

Softballds seven game overall and conference winning streak and six game
home winning streak is snapped by Chaffey, 6-5.

Tennis hosts Desert in the final match of the regular and conference sea-
son, and loses 9-0 to end the season with a 8-6 overall record and are 6-6
and fourth in the Foothill Conference.

Both the mends and womends track teams finish second in the Foothill
Conference Dual Meet Championships.

Softball wins its only tournament of the season, outscoring its five oppo-
nents 41-16 in the Santa Barbara Tournament, and beating Victor Valley
14-9 in the championship game.

For the second time in the season a big Softball win streak, in this case
the season high eight games, is snapped by Chaffey in a rain-delayed
game in Rancho Cucamonga. The Panthers beat AVC 6-1 in a loss that is
more significant in that it ended the Marauders chances of winning a
second straight conference title, making 2000-2001 the first season since
1985-86 that Marauder Athletics has not brought home at least one
conference crown.

Three track performers become Foothill Conference Champions at the
Foothill Conference Preliminaries held in Marauder Stadium. Jerrick
Holmes (HJ, 6-3, 170, FR, Palmdale (Palmdale 600)) won the high jump,
Willie Battle Jr.(LJ/TJ, 5-11, 150, FR, Las Vegas, NV (Durango 600))
won the Long Jump and Tim Selby, Wgt, 6-0, 205, FR, Lancaster (Quart:
Hill 600)) was champion in the shot put.

Softball beats first year program Cerro Coso 10-2 to end the regular,
conference and home season. AVC end up 10-1 at home and 12-2 and
second in the Foothill Conference. Ball, Sarah Meng (C, 6-0, FR,
Boulder City, NV (Boulder City 000)), Katy Gonzales (IF, 5-5, SO,
Quartz Hill (Highland 099)), and Heather Nix (IF, 5-1, SO, Quartz Hill
(Lancaster §99)) are named First Team All-Foothill Conference. Tina
Carrillo, who was All-Conference in basketball is tabbed for the second
team as a shortstop.

Finals of the Foothill Conference Track are held in EI Cajon. Cobian
becomes the Maraudersd fourth conference champion with a win in the
5000 meters. Holmes is named the Foothill Conference Male Field
Event Athlete of the Year, Dvorak is named the Foothill Conference
Female Field Event Athlete of the Year and Mark Covert is named the
Foothill Conference Field Event Coach of the Year
